     I once again report that 
the state of our association 
is GREAT!  We are excited 
about the upcoming sea-
son:  the warmth, the sun, 
the barbeques, our kids 
splashing us, the camara-
derie, the horseshoes, the 
tennis, the water volleyball, 
the parties, and the lazi-
ness of it all!  Your recrea-
tion association is happy to 
be ready to help provide 
the location for all this fun  
-  all we need is YOU to fill 
it up! 
 
     We took on quite a big 
project last year in building 
the new pavilion and sun-
ning deck on the tennis 

court side of the pool.  This 
improvement has im-
pressed many, and we 
have used it in all types of 
ways, culminated by the 
performance by King Ed-
ward and the BDôs on clos-
ing weekend for last sea-
son. 
 
     This year we are  antici-
pating a limited amount of 
construction before open-
ing day.  We plan to main-
tain the existing structures, 
which usually consists of 
replacing a few pieces of 
wood, painting, and gen-
eral cleanup.  We will also 
spruce up our landscaping, 
cleaning the field of win-
terôs debris, weeding the 
beds, and replacing plants 
where needed.  We can 

use your help!!  Each year 
we have a good work 
crew, but it is usually the 
same people!  Please 
check your schedule and 
see if you can help on the 
work weekends, April 19  -  
20 and April 26  -  27 . 
 
     Our replacement of the 
snack building has hit sev-
eral hurdles.  The County 
has asked that we update 
our site plan prior to apply-
ing for a construction per-
mit.  Several items that 
have been added to the 
facilities over the years 
that were not on their copy 
of the site plan.  We are 
working to complete this 
update,    secure financing,  
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      TVWRA experienced another successful year in 2007.  Financially, we remain strong.  
Our membership totaled 222 families.  We had 192 returning families, and 30 new fami-
lies joined.  We continue to closely monitor our fiscal expenses.  The board reviewed 
2006 and 2007 operations and discussed the impact that the minimum wage increase 
would have on our 2009 expenses. Despite operating expense increases in 2006 and 
2007, we held our dues constant last year.  With the understanding that we would be 
facing a substantial operating increase in 2009, we opted to raise dues by $10 at this 
time. Our desire is to offer another summer of fun adult and family social and recreational 
activities, while remaining fiscally sound.   
     We will continue to offer substantial discounts for those returning full family members  
(members who have paid the initiation fee in prior years) who pay early.  Pay by April 1 
and summer dues are $385!  If you prefer to pay by May 1, your returning dues are $410.  
Any returning full family members who pay after May 1, will have summer dues of $435.   
Other membership structures are listed on the application included in this mailing.

     SwimMetro has again been contracted to supervise our pool and supply lifeguards.  Due to the rising cost of mini-
mum wages, increased prices of chemicals, and overall inflation, they have increased their contract price about 3.3%.  
We have examined our budget and set our membership rates accordingly.  Our net increase is 2.5%, which is smaller 
than SwimMetroôs increase.  This is very responsible as we have not had a dues increase since 2006.   
 
     I am happy to be serving as your pool president.  Call or e-mail me or any of the board members if you have any 
questions or comments.  As I said in the beginning of this letter, YOU fill up the pool, but YOU also help us out.  We 
save thousands of dollars each year through the volunteering nature of the members of the pool.  The board needs 
your help as we proceed through the year.  We can use you in many ways . . . . Let us know how you would like to 
help your association! 
 
    The board hopes you have a fun summer at TVWRA.  Above all, be safe!  Remind your families to observe safety 
inside the pool area at all times!

     Our gate guard program continues to be a valuable service to our membership by restricting admittance to our pool to non-
members and non-paying guests.  There will be a limited number of gate guard positions open for the 2008 season.  To be consid-
ered for the position, you must be at least 14 years old as of May 1, 2008 or a rising ninth grader student and be a member in good 
standing.  Interested teens can contact Valerie Dean (360-5670) or dean2364@verizon.net for details. 
    Families will continue to sign in at the front desk as they arrive.  The gate guard on duty will check to see that the individual signing 
in is a member in good standing.  A child must be at least 11 years of age to use the pool facilities without the presence of a parent.  
Guests cannot be admitted without a member, and they must be signed in the Guest Register at the front desk.  All members are 
required to sign their agreement to follow the TVWRA Rules and Regulations when they join the pool each year and complete the 
annual application.  A copy of the current rules are included in this mailing.  Please review these with all members of your family and 
make sure you share them with your guests too!!   Please make sure you sign your 2008 Application (also in this package). 
     Our members invited a record number of guests in 2007.  Members are required to sign in all guests at the front desk.  This year 
we will institute a separate Guest Register at the front desk.  Gate guards will assist members with this new process. We will continue 
to sell guest booklets at the front desk.  The charge for guests is $5 at the door.  Packets of five (5) guest tickets can be purchased in 
advance for $20.  Guest tickets include a space for the name, address and phone number for each guest.  It is important that we 
know who is at our pool at all times for the safety of our members.  We thank you in advance for your help in completing these guest 
tickets and for signing your guests into the new register at the front desk.
