
 
President’s Letter 

 
     After a winter of no 
snow, here we are on 
March 1 with snow coming 
down outside.  I am ready 
for spring and the start of 
our TVWRA season!   
     I am very pleased to an-
nounce that the state of our 
association continues to be 
strong, and we remain fi-
nancially sound!  This does 
not happen by chance.  It 
takes concentrated efforts 
by all involved in TVWRA’s 
operations to run a suc-
cessful organization. 
     When the Board sat 
down in January and Febru-
ary to review our financial 
operations, we all had one 
wish:  to hold dues at the 

2008 level without cutting 
services to the member-
ship.  I am happy to an-
nounce we are not raising 
dues for 2009.  We con-
tinue to have two early pay 
and save deadlines:  
March 16 and May 1.  In 
order to give us an indica-
tion of our membership 
levels for 2009 and to al-
low us to plan for what 
capital projects we can 
accomplish by opening 
day, we moved the first 
early pay and save dead-
line to March 16.  Save 
$50 off the regular summer 
dues by returning your 
completed application and 
family dues by March 16. 
     Not increasing dues 
was no small task!!!  It 
should not be a surprise to 

anyone, but all expenses 
are increasing.  Swim-
Metro, the professional 
management company 
that supervises our pool 
and provides our life-
guards, increased their 
contract price by 8.5% to 
cover increasing chemical 
costs, the increase in mini-
mum wages, and the costs 
involved in the longer pool 
season.  On top of this 
increase, the construction 
of a new snack building 
would result in additional 
operating costs and debt 
service on the mortgage 
on the facilities. 
     Faced by these in-
creased costs and the un-
certainty in the economic 
market, the TVWRA Board                                                                                                                                                                                                                                       
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      TVWRA experienced another successful year in 2008.  Financially, we remain strong.  
Our membership totaled 223 families.  We had 192 returning families, and 31 new fami-
lies joined.  We continue to closely monitor our fiscal expenses.  The board reviewed 
recent years’ operations and discussed the impact that rising expenses would have on 
our 2009 expenses. We identified line items where we could cut costs without substan-
tially affecting services and were able to pass a balanced 2009 budget without raising our 
dues levels. As a board, we will monitor all events and expenses to insure that we remain 
fiscally sound throughout the year.   We hope that with all the depressing economic news 
around us that holding our dues level will make your summer of fun even better.   We 
think TVWRA is the best deal in summer fun you can find!  
      We will continue to offer substantial discounts for those returning full family members  
(members who have paid the initiation fee in prior years) who pay early.  Pay by March 
16 and summer dues remain $385!  If you prefer to pay by May 1, your returning dues 
are $410.  Any returning full family members who pay after May 1, will have summer 
dues of $435.   Other membership structures are listed on the application included in this 
mailing.

made the decision to postpone the start of construction of the new building until the end of the 2009 season.  This will 
allow us to continue thorough financial analysis through the summer.  
     I know there are many questions around if the Board is serious about the capital improvement project starting with 
the new building.  Please rest assured that we are very committed to this project, however, our first commitment is to 
the continued daily operations of TVWRA.  Significant efforts have gone into this capital project.  At this point we have 
decided on a contractor for the building and have had the plans for the building drawn up (see page 3 for a sketch of 
the exterior of the proposed building).  We are now seeking the required permits from the County of Henrico.  We 
have also researched financing options for the construction with several local institutions who are very interested in 
working with us.  We have received estimates for other projects that will be completed at the same time, including 
substantial concrete work, replacing the grill, and replacing the front perimeter wire fence with wrought iron fencing.  
Provided our membership numbers can support the additional expenses and the economic market does not worsen, 
our plans are to end our 2009 season with a “Tear It Down” party where we will start the demolition of the existing 
structure.  We would then secure the necessary financing, construct the new building in the fall and complete other 
related projects before the start of the 2010 season.  The Board will progress cautiously, always keeping TVWRA’s 
strong financial condition and continued successful operations in the forefront. 
     This year will not be easy.  Even without increasing our 2009 dues, the level of our membership is uncertain.  A 
significant decrease in membership will result in our reworking our operating budget.  We will remain diligent to iden-
tify areas where we can contain or reduce costs.  For example, we went “green” and did not mail this annual member-
ship package, saving over $600.  We will continue to use email to contact our membership rather than incurring the 
costs of printing and postage.  We have increased the number of social events on the calendar this year by looking 
for opportunities to offer more with less.  This is being responsible to our membership. 
     We cannot do this alone.  We need our membership to volunteer to help throughout the year, starting with our 
cleanup weekends.  By not having to hire external resources, we can hold the costs of startup projects.  Similarly, 
throughout the year, we need your help in carrying out our social and swim team activities.  Please lend a hand when-
ever you can!  You will be surprised how much fun much of this work really is! 
     I am optimistic about TVWRA’s operations this year and look forward to another successful year.  I am excited 
about being your pool president again this year.  I encourage your questions and comments.  I look forward to hear-
ing from you soon.  Let me know how you would like to help your association! 
    The Board hopes you have a safe and fun summer at TVWRA.  Please remind your families to observe safety in-
side the pool area at all times!

     Our gate guard program continues to be a valuable service to our membership by restricting admittance to our pool to non-
members and non-paying guests.  There will be a limited number of gate guard positions open for the 2009 season.  To be consid-
ered for the position, you must be at least a rising eighth grade student and be a member in good standing.  Interested teens can 
contact Charlotte Staples (218-2664) for details. 
    Families will continue to sign in at the front desk as they arrive.  The gate guard on duty will check to see that the individual signing 
in is a member in good standing.  A child must be at least 11 years of age to use the pool facilities without the presence of a parent.  
Guests cannot be admitted without a member, and they must be signed in the Guest Register at the front desk.  All members are 
required to sign their agreement to follow the TVWRA Rules and Regulations when they join the pool each year and complete the 
annual application.  A copy of the current rules are included in this mailing.  Please review these with all members of your family and 
make sure you share them with your guests too!!   Please make sure you sign your 2009 Application. 
     Our members invited a record number of guests in 2008.  Members are required to sign in all guests at the front desk.  We will 
continue to sell guest passes at the front desk.  The charge for guests is $5 at the door.  A sheet of five (5) guest tickets can be pur-
chased in advance for $20.  Guest tickets include a space for the name, address and phone number for each guest.  It is important 
that we know who is at our pool at all times for the safety of our members.

Many parents are already working to coordinate a great TVW season 

in 2009!  In our coaching positions, we have Meagan Madden and Courtney Drummond as our co-head coaches this season. Each 

coach brings a wealth of knowledge about coaching and stroke technique.
